*use computer to search prices to calculate expenses for vacations

* find hotel prices in major cities

*create budgets on excel or word
*create bar graph on excel or word
*create a scatterplot on excel or word
*use xe.com to find up to find the current foreign currency exchange rate

* create a 3-d model or floor plan of a business

*use scratch to create a math game

*use search engine to research various records for place value project

*use google docs to create a slide show- students collaborate and create slides to explain 5th grade or other advanced math concepts.  Students use AISD cloud/ google docs to create project
